OUR HISTORY

Masakhane Community Care is a Non-Profit
Organisation, based in KwaNzimakwe that
was established in January 2003, after
previous civil society organisations had
failed to deliver due to corruption and
immorality. The name Masakhane is a Zulu
word meaning “Building each Other”.
The problems in our community that caused
us to form Masakhane are:
High levels of Crime, mainly by youths
who are disillusioned by the high
unemployment rates.
Irresponsible sexual behaviour leading to
high numbers of teenage pregnancies,
HIV infections and resulting in increased
poverty
We have two staff that are paid by
Masakhane, a caregiver and administrator.
We havesevenmmembers on the
Management Committee, who are all
working voluntarily towards the goals of
Masakhane.

VISION STATEMENT

To facilitate access to services and resources,
close co-operation with the relevant structures
in the area, sharing and combining skills to
support community members.

We have a centre that we use for day care and
after school care of orphans and vulnerable
children. It is open for youth activities and life
skills, young adults projects e.g sewing,
gardening and parenting skills. We are also
planning to use it for training & workshops.
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OUR WORK

Home Based Care- We have a team of HBC
volunteers, trained by our Nurse, visiting 10
families, three times per week. We provide
Basic Health Care, training families and/or
neighbours how to look after people who are
terminally ill with AIDS. We also help with
household chores, such as laundry and
cleaning. We assist the household with food
parcels and second hand clothes.

HIV/AIDS Prevention & Awareness — We
work with young people in our community
through sport & activity groups, discussing
issues around HIV/AIDS to raise awareness.
We also have HIV/AIDS Support groups and
run an annual awareness programme on
World Aids Day. We run parenting
workshops to highlight the need for
responsible parenting in fighting the battle
with HIV/AIDS in our community.

Orphans & Vulnerable Children — We

work with Social Workers to ensure that
OVC's are identified early and a planis in
place for them to be looked after in the event
of their parents dying. We also lobby on their
behalf to access social grants and assist them
with food parcels & clothing whilst they await
their grant. We assist OVC's in crisis
circumstances by paying for their school fee’s
& uniform.
